MEMORY VERSE

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WEEK 1: 
Ask a kid: What are ways you can 
grow in your knowledge of God?
Ask a parent: What is one way you 
have grown in your knowledge of 
God this year?

WEEK 2: 
Ask a kid: Name one person you 
know you can trust. Why do you 
trust that person?
Ask a parent: How do you know 
you can trust God?

WEEK 3:  
Ask a kid: What’s the hardest  
decision you’ve had to make 
recently?
Ask a parent: How can knowing 
what God says, help you make wise 
choices?

WEEK 4: 
Ask a kid: What does Jesus say 
about how we should treat others?
Ask a parent: What do you know 
about Jesus and how He treated 
others?

One of the most important things 
a parent can do is fight for their 
child’s heart. A heart is a fragile, 
wonderful thing. And one of the chief 
impediments to a healthy heart is 
unforgiveness. So, here’s the question 
this month: How do you encourage 
your kids to forgive? 

Your kids learn as much from example 
as they do from anything you say. 
When they see you live out forgiveness, 
it becomes so much easier for them to 
forgive. And when they’re struggling 

with forgiveness, it will be easier for you 
to walk them down a path you yourself 
have walked.
